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STEP 1 - Front Door Installation

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STEP 3 - Removal of Factory Doors

Removal of factory doors

Using a T50 torx key, remove the securing nuts from the bottom side of the hinges at each
door and retain for future use.

Open access panel (cover plate as required).

Disconnect retaining strap.

Disconnect electrical connection by pulling out locking tab and separating harness connectors.
Lift off factory door and store appropriately.

NOTE: Doors are heavy, use caution when lifting off vehicle!!
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Lower each tube door onto the vehicle hinges.
Close the door ensuring it latches on the striker mounted on the vehicle body.

Lift the rear of the door slightly to align the center of the opening with the latch and tighten the
hardware at the hinges using a 5 mm Allen key and 13 mm wrench.

Open and close the door to ensure the alignment is centered on the latch.

Once the above steps are completed, the door latch can be adjusted by moving the latch in
and out on the tube door frame by loosening the mounting hardware and adjusting the position
as appropriate for your vehicle to ensure a snug fit. This may take a few attempts to get it
perfect but is worth the effort.

NOTE: Be sure to tighten all hardware securely once you are satisfied with the fit and
function.
